Clil lessons

Student´s role 
-  central; learning as an objective 
- active learning 
- developing self controlling 
-   peer cooperative work 

Teacher´s role 
-   to act as a facilitator 
- to transfer knowledge, based on 

understanding learners, their needs 
and learning processes (tempo, ability 
etc.) 

- to support learners 
-   to check previous knowledge 
-   to expand vocabulary 
-   to apply the new knowledge 
-   to check the results and correct errors 
-   to give feedback

Language support 
- give grammar patterns and 
prepare vocabulary 
- build knowledge step by step 
from easy to hard, based on 
previous knowledge

Materials 
-   authentic learning environments 
- selected, adapted to the learners’ 

needs, designed exercises 
- media like PC rooms and smartboards 
- materials outside the school building (in 

museums, parks, etc.)

Lesson aims 
- expand lexical field in different (school) 
subjects 
- increase greater understanding of the 

content-based subjects !

Methods and Strategies 
-   role plays 
- „think-pare-share“ 
- reading strategies 
- matching exercises (eg. picture-word) 
- activating previous knowledge though eg. 

mind maps
